4. PC Rob Cator
Pc Cator presented to the meeting his monthly crime figures and spoke about them briefly. A question from the floor asked for confirmation of what time the PCSO`S finished their patrols at night. The answer was given as 12 midnight. AC then asked why he had not received any feedback on an incident that he had reported some weeks ago. He said that he had been given an incident number and a letter but no feedback on any progress in dealing with the incident. PCSO Peterson said that he would deal with this and will give AC his E-Mail address so that he can E-Mail the letter to him. A question from the floor asked if the police were aware of the problem of large groups of youths gathering on Spider Park in Charles Street and causing trouble in the area on Friday and Saturday Nights. PC Cator said that he had been made aware of this during the surgery he took before the meeting, details of which will be passed to PC Odore who will mark the area as a problem spot for patrols in the area to check. JS asked if there was a particular time that this problem was taking place. She was told that 8pm Friday night was when the problem usually began. PC Cator said that the issue was now brought up as a community policing problem and would be presented as a neighbourhood action plan by PC Odore. If this does not solve the problem at the lower level there is a multi agency joint action group which will look at the problem.
